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When the People's will and the rule of law are
hanging in the balance, who dares to defend
justice against all odds?

Hailed as a great soul of India, Rabindranath Tagore
had been an acclaimed poet and philosopher long
before the bestowment of the Nobel Prize for
Literature on him. He strived to conserve oriental
civilisations and respect every life. However, in a
turbulent time when conflicts among the world’ s
powers were imminent, industrialisation and
aggressive nationalism were overwhelming, and
worldly desires were rampant, many national
leaders turned against Tagore and denounced his
teaching in goodness and beauty, poisoning the
minds of those idealistic young people. Resembling
the situation Tagore had faced when his poems
were maligned as “poisonous,” Chen Che-hao’s
persistent pursuit of justice is regarded as an
obstacle that hinders the progress of the rule of law
and distorts the values of life the community holds.

Based on a shocking indiscriminate murder case
in Taiwan, The Advocate presents to the audience
a post-tragedy community where “evil for evil”
becomes the new norm and the condemned
Wang Ran is whom the whole community wants
dead. Yet his defense lawyer, Chen Che-hao, after
learning about Wang’s mental abnormality and
unfair treatment during the interrogations, insists
on applying for an appeal. Amidst the violent to-
and-fro tussles between the rule of law and popular
will, Chen Che-hao stands up against the people,
resulting in alienation and entangling his family
in danger. Still, he insists that even the most sinful
being deserves respect and believes “restorative
justice” can advance society.

The Advocate, written by award-winning playwright
Ivan Kwok, stage-designed by renowned
scenographer Tsang Man-tung and directed by
Dominic Cheung, Artistic Director of Chung Ying
Theatre Company, was premiered in 2022 and
aroused considerable interest and discussion. This
year, Chung Ying will rerun the play and ponder on
the weight of life together with our audience.
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"Believe in the miracles of life till the end of
the line."

One night, a trio of “losers” accidentally break
into the long-abandoned Namiya General Store.
There, they received a letter from 33 years ago.
Out of curiosity, the three distressed young men
read the letter. From that moment, they stumbled
upon the many knots of timelines and stories...

Growing up roughly, these “losers” never believe
in the virtues of life. However, when reading the
letter, they decide to carry on the communication
between Mr Namiya and the senders. Unknowingly,
their advice became the beacon shining upon the
helpless passers-by in the darkness.

Adapted from the bestseller by Japanese writer
Keigo Higashino, the Cantonese version of The
Miracles of the Namiya General Store was performed
twice in Hong Kong by Chung Ying Theatre
Company in 2018 and 2022. Each was warmly
received and attracted a full house. This year
features an applauded comeback of the show with
the theme song composed by On Chan of C AllStar
and lyrics by Oscar, echoing the story's essence:
Despite modern society's rapid development, the
sentimental values in the old world are still worth
treasuring. As Rabindranath Tagore wrote, “Once
we dreamt that we were strangers. We woke up to
find that we were dear to each other.”

Amid this journey, they learn that it
may cost their lives to realise these beliefs. At that
moment of truth, should they give up their beliefs
or their lives?

Fate
plays a joke on her as the governor orders her to help
him woo the wealthy Lady Ngok Luk-hua. Wai-lan
duly acts as an intermediary between the two. To her
surprise, her cheerful and optimistic manner makes
Luk-hua's heart bump like a fawn and fall for her.

In the meantime, Wai-lan falls for her master, the
governor, instead. Yet her identity sets her at odds,
and how can she reveal her true identity? The
intricate love triangle comes to an overturn when
the twin brother Ba-ting suddenly shows up.

Twelfih Night is a Chinese adaptation of Shakespeare's
eponymous play by the late famous translator and
playwright Rupert Chan in the 1980s. With his witty
proficiency in and sarcastically expressive use of the
Chinese language, he utterly changes the setting
to Guangzhou in the Tang Dynasty. He relives in
Cantonese the classic dialogues in Shakespeare's
play, paying great literal attention to every detail.
The play not only showcases the playwright's
profound mastery of literature but is also hailed
as an essential mark in the history of Hong Kong
drama. Chung Ying Theatre Company will perform
this great work again in its 44 season.

Following the success of Pride and Prejudice,
Chung Ying has invited Ceri Sherlock, former Dean
of the School of Drama of the Hong Kong Academy
of Performing Arts, to direct and interpret Rupert's
works again. Often, flowery love that is confusing
and hard to tell between genuine and fake is the
most unforgettable.
